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NOGS Geologist Finds Jurassic
Wonders InWyoming

Many earth scientists got their start fascinated by fossils and in
particular dinosaurs. One such geologist, Bob Simon, has seen his
interests come full circle.

Bob’s interest in geology started with early fossil excavations in his
home state dfirginia. Sharks teeth were quite plentiful in many
locales and one of Babfirst big finds was a lge section of whale
vertebra he was able to excavate fi@rtiary sediments in the area.
Bob also collected many rocks and minerals fromAgalachian
Mountains nearbyrips to the Smithsonian as a child fueled his
interest in dinosaurs.

After graduating fronVirginia Polytechnic Institute in BlackslgiBob moved down to New Orleans as a geologist with
Chevronin 1981. Bob worked in development and exploration roles with Chevron including the development of the
Norphlet trend in dshoreAlabama. Bob continued his collecting of fossils building up a sizeable collection with many
vacations spent at dig sites. Bob often attendeflit@on Gem and Mineral Showturning with spectacular fossils

and minerals for him to add to his substantial collection. While in New Orleans Bob was actively involved in NOGS,
working as the LOG editor for several years and then was instrumental in building NOGS School Outreach Collectio
providing many of the critical dinosaur bones himself. Bob gave many school presentations and graciously provided
extensive portions of his collection as displays at the Louisiana Nature Center and LouisianasMildenh Super
Science Saturday outreach events. In the late 4 8@ started working dig sitesWyoming. In 2000 Bob found his
current site near Sh&llyoming in the Big Horn Basin, that year he found some significant bone beds. In 2003 after 2-
years at Chevron, Bob decided to follow his dreams and go full time into fossil work. His year consists of 3 months ir
the field inWyoming and 8 months prepping fossils in northérginia, an hour outside Washington D.C.

Bob’s company Dinosaur Safaris provides a hands on dig site experience for the aspiring young paledhtotbgist.
