I Dominion on 30-April announced an agreement to sell its offshore natural gas and oil exploration and
production operations to Eni Petroleum Co. Inc., a subsidiary of Italian energy company Eni, for
approximately $4.76 billion. The sale involves ~967 BCFE of proved natural gas and oil reserves on the
GoM shelf and deep water as of 31-Dec-06 for a transaction value of ~$4.92/MCFE for proved reserves.
The properties involved had an average daily production of approximately 503 MMCFGEPD during
2006.

The sale of the offshore E&P assets to Eni is expected to close by early July 2007, subject to
customary closing conditions and adjustments.

Eni has operated in the US since 1966. Pre-purchase, it holds interests in 242 leases in the GoM
and 151 leases Waska.The acquisition increases Eni's equity production in the Gulf of Mexico from
the current 36,000 BOEPD to more than 110,000 BOEPD in the second half of 2007, and its 2P equity
reserves by 222 MMBOE. Eni quotes an implied cost per barrel of US $18.4. From 2007-2010, production
from the acquired assets will average more than 75,000 BOEPD.

The primary assets involved are Devitsver, Triton and Goldfinger (75%), Front Runner (37.5%),
San Jacinto (53.3% operated), Q (50%), Spiderman (36.7%) and Thunderhawk (25%). These fields
account for ~70% of the total reserves acquired.

In addition, Eni will further enhance its portfolio in the Gulf of Mexico with new leases with
significant exploration potential.

The deal is consistent with Eni's strategy of acquiring hydrocarbon reserves and production in key
areas, where it can increase materiality and play an important role as operator utilizing Eni skills and
technologies in deepwater development.
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This acquisition, said Paolo Scaroni, Eni's CEO, is central to our str&fégigrow our production and achieve relevant
synergies with Eni's other US activities. Through this transaction we reach the necessary critical mass for our activities in the
Gulf of Mexico, and will leverage on our technologies and competence in offshore and deep offshore." This acquisition follows

Based upon these well results, Marathon estimates the mean recoverable resources at Droshky to range from 80 to 90
MMBOE. The Company expects to produce the field via subsea completions through the Troika system and Bullwinkle Platforn
with terms already in-place. The timing of initial production will be dependent upon delivery of key equipment; i.e., a drilling rig
and subsea equipment, and regulatory approvals, but could be as early as 2010. Marathon holds a 100 percent working intere
the Droshky prospect and a 50 percent working interest in the Troika Unit.
