Judge Digby Field is a 4-wafaulted, rollover closure; downthrown to a major north-bounding growth
fault on the northwestern end of the False River anticlwelve hundred feet of north dip into the fault at the
20350 Sand horizon can be demonstrated with the existing well control.

Judge Digby is currently the ast producing gas field in south Louisiana. It was discovered in 1977 by
the Chevron Parlange #1 which blew out during drilling operations from the 20350 Sand and produced at initie
rates which probably exceeded 120 million cubic feet perClagvron followed with a drilling program that
resulted in 8 producers and 5 dry holes and by 1984 the first phase of development was complete.

In 1993Amoco commenced acquiring a 3D seismic survey over Judge Digby and
otherTuscaloosa fieldS'he 3D survey at Judge Digby lachoco, and subsequently BB a very successful
second phase development program which began in TB8&D surveyfor the first time, imaged a fault
pattern on the 4-way closure which providedéds for the second phasmoco-BPwells. The peak production
year for the field was 2001 when 70.7 BCF was produced. Cumulative for the field presently stands at 692 BC
and 1,252 MBO.

The field is unitized on 1280 acre units and 8 sand definitions are recognized bfjagb®CZonserva-
tion. The richest of these sands has been the 20350, the second from Tine &350 Sand blew out in the
Parlange #1 and produced 59.9 BCF in Chevron LeBlanc-Lejeune, an eastern flaikoveills in the same
unit on the south flank, lvy Major 4 and Ivy Major 7, have produced a combined 75 BCF in the last 3 1/2 years
from the 20350.

The bulk of the production has been from the downthrown closure, but six wells have been completed
upthrown to the major growth fault and have accounted for about 40 BCF
